During the recent KPMG Audit in Region 23, some of the TAA records were reviewed. It is important that the information and coding for TAA participants are entered correctly into OSMIS. Failure to enter data correctly for TAA participants will result in a “finding” (negative), as well as, adversely impact the Red and Green Report. 

OSMIS Enrollment for TAA Participants

Currently, service providers have both TAA-NEG (National Emergency Grant) and regular TAA funds available. The TAA-NEG funds will expire on June 30, 2005. These funds should be used before using the regular TAA funds. TAA-NEG participants MUST

BE DUAL ENROLLED IN BOTH TAA-NEG AND WIA.   Dual enrollment for regular TAA participants is not required.
