This memorandum is to serve as a reminder to One Stop Operators serving Welfare Transition participants, that primary work activities that count for full participation of 30 hours have been expanded.  The additional activities are the following: 

· Adult Basic Education

· GED

· ESOL 

ESOL however, does not count as a primary work activity if the participant already has a high school diploma that is recognized and accepted as such by the local school board.  

Additionally, participants who do not have their high school diploma may be given credit for ABE, GED and ESOL related study time, at a ratio of one hour of study time for each hour spent in the classroom.  

Providers who are not actively assigning participants to these activities as prescribed above, should begin to review their case load and make a determination as to which participants would best be suited for these activities.
